Download & Installation 
 
Step 1: Download StoreStacker Installer 
 
I. To download your Installer, go to: http://halfagain.com/delivery/ 
 
 
II. Type in your License ID or Order Number in the field and click the button which will 
take you to the installer download page. If you purchased any plugins too, a link to 
download the plugins attached to the order will be listed too. 
 

 
 
III. Click on “Installation Archive”, select the destination path to your hard drive and 
click the “Save” button. The installation package is in archive form and can be 
expanded using any archive software like WinRAR (windows also has a built in 
extraction feature for zip files).

The install.zip file will be saved successfully to your computer’s hard drive. The next 
step will be to upload the installer archive file to the selected web host through 
Control Panel. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Step 2: Upload Your StoreStacker to Web Host 
 
Your StoreStacker software can be uploaded by using FTP software or cPanel's web 
based File Manager. Upload instructions using cpanel can be found below.  If you’re 
using an outside ftp program (like cuteftp, smartftp or flashfxp) please refer to our 
FTP Upload user manual.   
 
FTP settings can be found in your member’s area. Files must be added to the 
/public_html/ folder.  
 
Note: Do not forget that your public_html folder must contain a file called 
index.html or index.php. 
 
I. Go to the Control Panel and type in your username and password on request. After 
accepting the username & password, the browser will be directed to the Control 
Panel’s main page. Find and open “File Manager” from the main page. Go to the 
public_html folder to upload your installation files. 
 

 
 



 
 
 

 



 
II. Click “Upload Files” from the public_html folder. Browse to the destination where 
install.zip was saved during download. Select the file & open it. Click “Upload” button 
on the upload page. The installer will be uploaded to the file manager page. 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 



 
 
 
 

 
 
III. Click on “Create New Folder” in public_html, name it something like ‘myStore’ 
(your folder’s name should be whatever you want your store address to be, ie 
www.yourdomain.com/your-store-name/) and then click on “Create” button. Select 
“Install.zip” and move it to this newly created folder. 
 



 
 
 
 

 
 



 
 
IV. Select “Install.zip” in your new folder and Click on “Extract File Content”. It will 
extract all of the files in the archive to this folder. StoreStacker is now being installed 
and ready to run on your domain.  
 
Only a few permissions need to be updated for the folder “Common” and the files 
“.htaccess” and sitemap.xml. To do this, select folder “Common”, click “Change 
Permissions” and select all checkboxes. Same will be done with the “.htaccess” file

Step 3: Configure MySQL Database Using CPanel 
 
Now before going configuring your store online, you must create a MySQL database: 
 
I. Go to your Control Panel’s main page and click on “MySQL Database”. The page 
as shown below will be opened.  
 



 
 
II. Create a new database as shown: 
 

 
 
III. Create a new user as shown: (create any username and password you want) 
 

 
 
IV. Add your new user to your created database and assign privileges as shown: 
 



 
 
The newly configured MySQL database will look like image below: 

 



 
Step 4: Setup StoreStacker Online 
 
StoreStacker is now online and running. The next step is to go online and setup your 
store. Only a few steps and it will all be ready to actually pull and display products 
from eBay, Amazon etc. 
 
I. Go to public_html from your File Manager. Look for your newly created folder, open 
it and select index.php. Copy the URL and paste it in the address field of your 
browser.  
 

 
 
 
 

 
 



 
 
II. Type in your License Code (Order Number) and click “Submit Query” button.  
 

 



 

 
 
III. Now, fill in the entries for the MySQL database as your configured it in the control 
panel during step 3. To do this, first check the MySQL username and database name 
from your MySQL Databases section of the control panel.

StoreStacker System Overview --- Admin Area 
 
StoreStacker can be created on any existing website which already has traffic or a 
used to build a completely new website from the ground up. (StoreStacker IS a 
standalone site builder which can be used to develop your website from the ground 
up).  
 
Currently, StoreStacker is integrated with eBay, Amazon, Clickbank, Youtube and 
RSS - which means that based on any keyword given to the system or any topic your 
site covers, StoreStacker can pull and populate your website with products, videos 
and content from each of these sources.  
 
With each new program integration (new affiliate programs and merchants), more 
and more products will become available to your website. When visitors click through 
your site and purchase these products, you will get paid directly by these affiliate 
programs.  
 
Click here - http://halfagain.com/checkout/?g=SST to see what plugins are currently 
available.  (The more plugins you have, the more content and products your 
StoreStacker sites will be able to display and the more keywords your site will feature 
and can be ranked for.) 
 
To start tweaking the look, feel, products and content in your store, go to the 
StoreStacker admin area of your website (http://yourdomain.com/admin.php). Enter 
the password which you chose during installation.  Click “Login” and it will open to 
your admin area.

Your admin area is broken up into two main sections. The first, is the Blue Menu Bar 
right up at the top and below (the second section) is your store Preview Area.  
 
As you set up your store using the links in the blue menu bar, you can preview your 
changes area just below it. So, as you set up your store, you can monitor how things 
will look to your site’s visitors.  
 
The Blue Bar is further divided into four sections as: 
 

1. Shop Setup 
This area will help you in deciding which template you will use and how things 
will look and work in your website.  (The major stuff about your store is taken 
care of here). 
 
2. Categories 
In this section you will decide what categories/types of products you will be 
pulling into your store. 
 
3. Category 
Here, you’ll use Grab&Push to import products, videos and content from your 
affiliate programs and other sources. 
 
4. Product 
You will use this area to tweak individual product settings and add your own 
products.
